EXPLORING MARK IN YR B  

 

At a recent day on preaching Mark in the new lectionary year we were challenged 

to face two questions from Markôs Gospel; Who is Jesus? and What does it mean 

to be Jesusô disciple? 

Mark writes in the present tense and makes frequent use of the word 

ñimmediatelyò. This is about US NOW. Paradoxically, in Mark, the immediacy of 

the message has to be heard in the context of time for the /preacher/reader/listener 

to engage with the text in a relationship with the message, pondering and relating to 

the mystery of Jesus identity. So, listening to sermons in Yr B should be exciting 

and enlarge our vision of our own discipleship.

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SYNOD NEWS! 
 

Diocesan Synod met at the town centre church of St Mary, 

Ashford to hear stories from a variety of parishes and reflect on 

how our church buildings can be at the living heart of mission 

and communities today. As an introduction Tony Baldry MP, a 

Church Commissioner, spoke of the enthusiasm of the central 

church for buildings to be used imaginatively. Maggie Durran 

gave some practical ideas on the processes of seeking new op-

portunities for mission through buildings. Rebecca Chantler 

from Ecclesiastical Insurance told Synod that opening your 

church does not have to mean disadvantages for insurance mat-

ters. 

 

Then we heard from Rev Colin Preece who took us through the 

story of the reordering and new roles of St Maryôs which is now 

providing an Arts and cultural centre for the town. Rev Nigel 

Hale brought a village perspective as he outlined the way in 

which Goodnestone Church has a small area in use as a Post Of-

fice twice a week and Judy Vinson spoke of the Farmers Market 

held in Rolvendon Church. 

 

The Ven Stephen Taylor, Archdeacon of Maidstone chaired a 

plenary discussion on behalf of the Diocesan Communities and 

Framework. How can we be worshipping and practical centres 

of our communities given the heritage of often historic build-

ings but with enormous potential? The Framework can work 

with us to give us the vision and this was a stimulating begin-

ning.

We would need to buy 
the book, make the sack and decide what figures  were 
needed to help tell the story. Jobs could be shared out 
amongst members. 
Diocesan House have  said that we may store the finished 
sacks there so that they are available for Heather and any 
one else in the Diocese to use. 
 
I have a copy of the list of stories for us to look at. Iôm 
sure if we had a really good idea for another story, 
Heather would be happy to add it to her repertoire.  
 
Another request from Heather was that MU groups might 
like to ñadoptò a school to pray for generally. Now thatôs 
something MU can do.
