Another New Year!  Another opportunity to make some 
resolutions, turn over a new leaf, make a fresh start.  
Perhaps this will be the year when you learn a new lan-
guage, take up a new sport, get fitter,  see the world...    
 

On our 2008 Christmas card we chose this verse: 
 

   Look backward with gratitude  
   Look onward with hope  
   Look upward with confidence  
 

This is just one of many verses and sayings that encourage a positive 
perspective on the passing of time and resist the idea that life is ójust one 
thing after anotherô.    The past will be mixed of course, but we can look 
back with gratitude on the good and on what we have learned from the 
bad of it, and we can look into the future with hope.  There will be many 
good things this coming year that we know about but there will be other 
things that are unknown, and some that hang in the balance. 
 

The last line of the verse is therefore particularly important.  It is saying 
that whatever the future brings, we can look upwards with confidence.

Archbishop of Canterbury preaches in Copenhagen Cathedral 

Sunday 13 December 2009 

 

"We cannot show the right kind of love for our fellow humans unless 

we also work at keeping the earth as a place that is a secure home 

for all people" said the Archbishop of Canterbury, Dr Rowan Wil-

liams, today at an international ecumenical service in Copenhagen 

Cathedral, at a midpoint during the critical UN Climate Change 

talks. 

 

Dr Williams was invited to preach by the Danish Council of 

Churches. The service was attended by the Queen of Denmark, by 

ambassadors and by members of international delegations attending 

the Copenhagen climate change negotiations, as well as religious 

leaders. 

In his sermon the Archbishop contrasted fear, which can paralyse, 

with love, which is the liberating and decisive force for change: "In 

this season of Advent ... We reaffirm our conviction and commitment 

in the name of love; and we say 'don't be afraid' to all who stand un-

certainly on the edge of decision.  Don't be afraid; act for the sake of 

love." 

"The deepest religious basis for our commitment to the environment 

in which God has placed us is this recognition that we are called to 

be, and are enabled to be, the place where God's love for the world 

comes through.  We have to flesh out in our lives that fundamental 

biblical conviction that when God looks on the world he finds it 

good.  We have to show in our lives some echo of the delight God 

finds in creation".

Kainos  at Swaleside Prison  

 
Reading the Times on the train into London this morning I read a full 
page article around what you should tip people at Christmas.  It was 
when I got to teachers that it suddenly dawned on me we hadnôt 
bought anything for my daughterôs teacher, and with three days of 
the school term left I realised that it would have to be a rather rushed 
job on the way home. The article was dismissive of tins of choco-
lates, rightly so - who wants 32 tubs of celebrations! That only really 
leaves scented goods or wine. Gifts are a strange thing. Traditionally 
we attach the title of a gift to something physical or material however 
a gift that I gave 42 prisoners at HMP Swaleside over a weekend at 
the beginning of December was the gift of love along with a side or-
der of time, patience and a great deal of understanding.  
 
I spent the weekend working with an organisation called Kainos; 
they are  a fantastic organisation that literally challenges people to 
change. It is a six month programme which aims to address prison-
ers offending behaviour through course work, community living, 
team building, social interaction and ongoing individual assessment. 
I have been supporting Kainos on a Thursday evening by going into 
the prison and talking with the men to help their social interaction 
skills and to be a listener, someone who can sit down and listen to 
what someone has to say in a non-judgmental way. Some evenings 
they just want us to join them in a game of cards, other evenings 
there are lengthy discussions which really guides them during their 
time on the programme and prepares them for the future.  
 
The weekend event was very different.  I had been invited to give a 
talk. Leading a talk to 42 prisoners would normally leave me un-
fazed, however this talk was a talk on óloveô. You can imagine my 
initial reaction on being told this, a talk on love to 42 men who had 
been sentenced to quite lengthy sentences in a Category B prison. 
Most of these men hadnôt experienced much love, and fewer have 
probably experienced the love that you or I have enjoyed. The love 
of being in a supported family unit, a community offering fellowship, 
companionship and help in times of joy and in times of need, have 
been in short supply for these men.   
 
I had never really explored what love meant, and as I did I realised 



that as people change, grow older and mature so does an individ-
ualôs perception of love. As you start to give it some thought you 
start a journey going through varying types of love from the lustful or 
romantic type through to materialistic views via paternal love. The 
love that I concluded with is most probably the most important, but 
least known type of love, agape love. It is a love which is non-sexual, 
not materialistic and not even brotherly but a love that displays itself 
through giving. The parable of the Good Samaritan, the writings that 
tell us God so loved the world he gave his only son Jesus Christ are 
all strong examples. The volunteers that worked at HMP Swaleside 
for that weekend did it for that type of love, and the men that bene-
fited from it will take that love away and become better people be-
cause of it.  
 
The weekend concluded with a service in the prison chapel.  During 
the service there was an óopen mikeô session where prisoners could 
come up and say what they got out of the event.  Some got a lot out 
of it, a chance to reflect, understand and be more open to the love 
and support on offer. But I am also a realist and know that some did-
nôt get a great deal out of it and for those I, and others, will continue 
to work to support them in a way that will ensure that they do benefit, 
that they get the time to adjust. Weôre not all the same and the pace 
of change means that it takes some people longer than others; so be 
it, weôll get there.  
 
I am a strong believer that volunteering is an essential part of our 
belief, that it is integral and fundamental in supporting the vulnerable 
and weak.   
 
So, as you read this the festive period will have drawn to a close, the 
presents unwrapped, and the decorations taken down for another 
year, just consider the presents that you have given and received. 
As they say in the world of government, consider how you can do 
more for less, through giving the greatest gift of all: your love.
