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From the Rectory 
 

This month we welcome our new Bishop of Dover, the Rt. Rev-
erend Trevor Willmott, and Mrs. Margaret Willmott.  Bishop 
Trevor will be installed at the Cathedral on Saturday February 
6th at 3.00pm.  Tickets are restricted so the Parish will be represented by 
our Churchwardens and others.  Bishop Trevor and Margaret have al-
ready attended worship at St. Martinôs.    Margaret has expertise in 
school      finances and will be working part time at St. Peterôs Methodist 
School.  We hope that their time here in Canterbury will be very happy 
and  fulfilling for them both.  
Bishop Trevor is keen to get to know the Diocese and he is spending a 
day in every Deaneryðour Day is March 19th (Friday).   The clergy and 
Deanery Mission and Ministry Committee will be meeting with him during 
that day but there will also be a óQuestion Timeô event at the Spires 
Academy.  Spires is the ónewestô secondary school among us (although 
there has been a school at that site for many years) and we felt that it 
would be good to hold the event there.   Invitations to that event will be 
sent to every parish in the Deanery and to leading figures in the          
educational and other establishments around us. 
The Deanery has been working on a new Deanery Mission Plan which 
will be commended to the Synod on February 9th.  We hope that it will 
help us to work together more effectively for the Kingdom of God in this 
place.   
I spend the equivalent of a day a week on Deanery matters most weeks.  
I am grateful to the Reverend Grahame Whittlesea who works with us on 
Wednesdays (which is also Paulôs study day) and we are looking at how 
to make best use of his support.  I am hoping to establish a óDeanery 
Pageô on our parish website (we have not yet got a Deanery website) so 
that people can see what is going on around the Deanery.   What I hope 
for is a sense of fellowship and mutual support among the churches so 
that we can appreciate each other and help each other and also share 
the good things we are doing.  St. Stephenôs for instance (like us) does a 
lot of educational work; St. Mary Bredin is strong on Evangelism and All 
Saintsô addresses many social needs. We can all learn from each other.   
I am well supported also in the role by Rosemary Walters our Lay Chair 
and David Beddall our Treasurer and also Elisabeth Morrison, Deanery 
Secretary.    
At this time of year we also share the privilege of moving into the season 
of Lentða time of prayer and preparation for the commemoration of the 
Passion of our Lord and his Resurrection.   Please look at what is being 
offered and find something that will help to make this Lent a special time 
for you.

A SERMON IN A SENTENCE 

 

2 Before Lent: Jesus shows his followers that trust in him is the way through un-

certainty and confusion but challenges us with the words ñWhere is your faith?ò 

 

Sunday before Lent: The story of Moses and Elijah talking on the mountain with a 

dazzling Jesus about forthcoming events in Jerusalem, illustrates that Jesus is the 

culmination of Godôs saving activity. This activity is apparent in the healing of a 

boy who is returned to his family cured of disease. 

 

Lent 1: Sent by his conviction of vocation into the wilderness, Jesus thinks through 

the nature of his mission and rejects the wrong use of power and the temptation of 

false priorities. 

 

Lent 2: Tension increases as the religious establishment warn Jesus about the threat 

from Herod. However Jesus insists that he must continue with his journey towards 

Jerusalem to continue revealing that God the Father relates to humanity with love.

The festival of Candlemas on February 2nd is an end to the Christmas and Epiphany 

seasons and an important pivotal point in the Christian year. In the Candlemas Ser-

vice of Light the church looks back to Christmas for a moment and then turns reso-

lutely towards Lent and the cross. Readings and music for the presentation of 

Christ in the temple are accompanied by the symbolism of the light as we look to 

the lengthening of the days. At the end of the service we move to the west door and 

go out to share the journey of Jesus as the light of the world, as he moves towards 

the challenge of Lent.
